LEAVING A LEGACY
Although most of us prefer not to think about death, it’s a simple fact of life. If you make a will, you know that your wishes will be respected. Obviously you should look after family and friends first. But your legacy could also help preserve and strengthen our Catholic community. Leaving a gift to the Archdiocesan Campaign in your will has a lasting effect and is a good way to ensure that part of your life’s work continues to benefit others long after you have gone.

Legacies must be bequeathed very carefully. It is important to use precise wording in your will. For that reason, we have provided a suggested text which is intended to help any person who wishes to leave a legacy to the Archdiocese in his or her will as part of this Archdiocesan Fund-Raising Campaign.
A word of warning should be given in respect of any person without legal training making his or her own will. Many home-made wills end up as the subject of Chancery action in the High Court, which is expensive and often defeats the intention of the testator. Therefore it is always best to employ a solicitor who can properly incorporate the words written above to meet the intentions of the individual bequest. 

SUGGESTED TEXT FOR LEGACIES
I hereby give, in support of the Archdiocese of Cardiff’s Campaign entitled “Embracing the Future: Our Goals to 2020”, (here choose one)

the sum of ……….. pounds

OR


my residuary estate,
free of tax or legacy duty, to the Cardiff Roman Catholic Archdiocesan Trustees Registered, to be applied as to both capital and income for its general charitable purposes. I further request, without imposing any binding trust or legal obligations, that this legacy shall be applied to (here choose one)

any of the goals of the same Campaign as determined by the Archbishop

OR

the support of the diocesan clergy welfare

OR

the support of the diocesan pastoral strategy

OR

the restoration and ongoing support of St. David’s Cathedral, Cardiff.

I further direct that the receipt of the Treasurer of the Cardiff Roman Catholic Archdiocesan Trustees Registered shall be a sufficient discharge to my executors.
